
Yesterday, the BCTF Provincial Bargaining Team resumed negotiationswith the employer, the BC Public School Employers’ Association (BCPSEA).The focus of the day was to review the framework between the BCTF andrepresentatives from the provincial government.
The two sides will meet again on Thursday after spending 2 days in theirrespective caucuses working to ensure face-to-face negotiations areefficient and focused. The parties also agreed to additional bargainingdates on February 2, 3, 5, and 6, with February 4 and 9 being held ifneeded.
We expect the pace of the negotiations to be quick as our goal is to get anagreement in committee by the February 9 deadline outlined inthe framework.
The bargaining team appreciates your ongoing support and solidarity,including wearing Red For BCED and participating in school and localsolidarity events. Together we can maintain pressure on the governmentand employer for the best possible deal for members.
